On the 19" of MAY 2023, the Department of Geography at Rani Birla Girls' College
conducted a field visit to Chintamani Kar Bird Sanctuary. This trip was a required part of the
Calcutta University curriculum for students in Semester 1V who were studying plant species
diversity. The visit was carefully supervised by Mrs. Kalpana Biswas (Head of Department)
and Miss Kamalika Paul.

Plant Species Diversity is a kind of biodiversity and its measurement. Local diversity
can be studied with various indices, such as species richness or the Shannon — Weiner Index.

During the field visit, it was observed that the most common plant species were Military
Creep, Gaharu buayu, and Clerodendrum infortunatum. These plants were mainly concentrated
in the western and central parts of the Sanctuary.

Rani Birla Girls' College has organized Poster campaigning against the use of plastics on
05.06.2023 for the following reasons:

Plastics are non-biodegradable.

Plastics pollute the environment.

It harms human health as well as animals.

It is not always possible to recycle them.

There's better alternative way to minimize the use of plastics such as we can use paper
bag or bag made with clothes as an alternative way to plastic bags.

Few posters were prepared in Bengali and in English. Then students were divided into
few groups to execute the work accordingly.

Students in teams went for a special awareness campaign for minimizing the use of
plastics in Mullick Bazaar Market. They explained the people about the disadvantages of
plastics and suggested them some alternative ways such as the use of paper bag or bag made
with clothes instead of plastic bags.

They gave different opinions in this regard.

. The shopkeepers told that if they stop using plastics and start using the paper bags or
cloth bag then it will be expensive for them. And the customers would not buy their product if
it becomes expensive.

. They also told us that the Government should take some steps for minimizing the use
of plastics.

So, the students concluded that the first and foremost requirement is to develop awareness
among general population to achieve any success in this regard.
